Scope of job 
 

● Conducting growing activities effectively including propagation, transplanting, weeding,               
watering, harvesting and other related duties; 

● Team work including good communication with other team members; 
● Report to and work collaboratively with the Head of Production; 
● Helping to successfully implement the farm’s production plan; 
● Supporting and working with volunteers at the farm; 
● We strongly recommend that the successful applicant studies a​City & Guilds Level 2 Horticulture                             

(or equivalent) alongside the apprenticeship;
